Some stationary blue or red dots may appear on the monitor.

1. Do not scrapethe screen hard, slight touching is enough;

In extreme case, water
will enter thecircuit through panel;
3. Touch Screenincludes a glass component, do not knock
or pressit hard;
4. Keep the screen from high temperature, dust and
humility.
